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5. DIRECTOR REPOR-I:

5.1. Future Relady Libraries Grant: Pam Thompson was awarded this grant, which is focused on

helping nriddle school students prepare for college or the workforce. She will be attending the

annual YlrL.SA Symposium in November paid forthrough the grant funds. This is a nationwide

grant and was awarded to 16 libraries.

5.2. CIN Fees: This is estimated to increase bv 10% in2020. More details will be available at a later

date.

5.3. Blackstorre Boycott: Libraries nationwide are planning to boycott Blackstone Publishing for six

months in response 1:o an embargo they have placed on eAudio titles. POCLD only purchases

from Blackstone occasionallv, so this will not have much of an effect on us.

5.4. Potential Timber Tax Changes: There are proposed changes to the way timber tax funding is

dispersecl. lt appears to only affect counties west of the Cascades.

5.5. State Caprital Fund: Durirrg the last legislative session a fund was established for library capital

needs. Tlre first focus of this fund will be libraries with needs in rural and/or distressed counties.

POCTD should be pre:pared to ask for funds in 2021.

5.5. Other: Nine levy meetingls were held in.lune & July. No one from the general public attended,

but several Friends nrermbers came in support of the levy'

The first draft of the 202Cr Budget will be presented at the August meeting. The Finance

Committee will meej: on l\ugust 12.

The Grizzll, Discoverlr Center in Newport lost its funding so the Library District is attempting to fill

in the gaps. Funding frlr after school snacks is being applied forthrough the USDA.
